Minutes of the meeting held on 14th April 2010.

1. Apologies
Cllr Chapman had sent apologies; he was away on business. In his absence, Cllr Nugent took the chair.
2. Declarations of interest

3. Minutes of the March meeting

4. KCC and CCC reports
KCC: Mr Marsh reported that KCC was working hard to repair potholes. He said he would send a list and asked for any omissions to be notified. He also reported that the parish would not have to pay for additional salt bins and asked that he be notified as to where such bins should be placed.

There was no CCC report.
5. “Kill your speed” signs
It was resolved to buy one additional sign. There was general agreement that the signs had been effective. At least one of the signs had been moved by someone and the Clerk was asked to get a notice placed in the parish magazine asking that they not be moved by members of the public.

At this point the meeting was adjourned to allow comments from members of the public. The following matters were raised:

· There had been instances of potentially dangerous parking outside Tambour Manor. The Clerk was asked to notify PCSO Kelly Greenwood who had indicated that she would attend the next PC meeting.
· It was reported that the Prince of Wales was displaying a sign urging sensible parking by its patrons, indicating that they had acted on the letter recently sent to them by the Clerk.
· Allotments: Cllr Nugent confirmed there had been further recent discussions but no firm proposals had yet emerged for consideration.

· The land behind the village hall: it was reported that the rubbish should soon be gone as it looks as if a buyer has been found for the site.
· Airstrip: apparently the owners have not published dates for open days, as they are required to do. The Clerk was asked to notify CCC of this and to email the member of the public who had raised the matter.
· Broadband: the issue of obtaining a faster connection in the parish was raised. Cllr Nugent said he would make enquiries. 

· Annual Parish Meeting: this is to precede the next PC meeting and commence at 7 pm. Clerk to be notified of agenda and speaker(s) to be invited.

· Contact details for parish councillors: it was agreed to try and have these placed in the parish magazine.

· Telephone box: a desire was expressed to make use of this and to have it redecorated. It was pointed out that in order to do anything with it, the PC would have to reverse its earlier decision not to take ownership.
